Bloom’s Taxonomy—Group Project on 1984

To help understand the many themes that Orwell presents in 1984, you will each become an expert in your group on a specific topic.  Groups will consist of 4 people, assigned by the teacher.  

As part of your homework for the unit, you are expected to bring 6 copies of your part of the project for group discussion and for submission to Ms. Moriconi.

As a group, you will be given a graphic organizer which represents 5 approaches to analyzing the novel.  The approach to character will be done in class through a variety of activities.  

Each group member will be responsible for 1 of the approaches and will be expected to bring to each class the assigned Bloom’s Taxonomy (knowledge, comprehension, analysis, creative thinking and critical thinking).  Work is expected to be done in each class.
Each Group Member will assemble final drafts of the following on their topic area for the PROJECT REPORT 

a) Knowledge Report—150-250 words typed
b) Comprehension Report—150-250 words typed (QUOTES mandatory)

c) Application/ Illustration—Create a graphic organizer that suits teaching others the assigned topic
d) Creative Thinking—200-400 words

e) Analysis Essay—AP/6 Traits Literary Analysis Rubric—(3-5 pages typed

Essays must include Quotes and Analysis—minimum of 3 quotes per body paragraph and have proper page citation and works cited page

f) Critical Thinking Essay (2-4 pages typed)—personal choice from any topic in this category
