Creating the History of the South

You have been given a number of texts to explore the South before the end of slavery through the textbook and through Frederick Douglass autobiography. These texts reflect not only a portrait of slavery but also a critique of this social evil. These are merely a starting point for your discussion of how an investigation of slavery was represented in the “contemporary” context of the time period  

Part 1: Slave narratives and Abolition Document

Short annotation and SOAPS analysis for an example of 2 texts.

Part 2: Religion and Slavery

Find at least two spirituals and discuss the content that they express and how they reflect concerns of the slaves

Part 3:  Investigation of Images/Graphics  (in-class in the computer lab)

You should select at least 10 images representing a variety of societal critiques (pro and anti slavery).  For each image you should copy the image in a document (make sure you cite its web site underneath) and then develop a SOAPS analysis for each image that your select)

Part 4: Runaway Slaves Treatment

Find at least 2 documents that tell about the treatment of runaway slaves and provide analysis of their attempt to escape, their treatment (if recaptured) or how they live in the North
