Guidelines for Major Works PowerPoint
1. The overall presentation of the author and the work should give your audience excitement about the topic.  This presentation has two focus points: to demonstrate your knowledge about the author and to introduce your audience to writers they may have read before or that they may want to investigate on their own or as part of the author study paper in the second semester.

2. You should have a minimum of one slide for each of the following areas:

a) Title Slide that includes Title of Novel/Play, Author, Date of Publication and Genre

b) Background Information on the Author

c) Historical Information

d) Characteristics of the Genre

e) The Author’s Style 

f) Major Characters

g) The Setting of the Novel

h) A Teaser to the Plot of the Story (Don’t Tell the Whole Story—you want your audience to read the novel)

i) Overall Themes in the Novel/Play

j) Works Cited Page. All sources used for your information (including the novel should be properly cited in the Bibliography Slide. 

Books need the following information: 

Printed Book:

Last Name, First Name.  Name of Book/Play.  City of Publication: Name of Press, year of publication (of your copy of the book).
