Part 1:

1) Title—What are your initial ideas.

2) Paraphrase—Rewrite in your own words

3) Connotation—There are two types of meaning: denotation (the definition of words) and connotation (the meaning that the poet or author is giving them).  Connotation may be developed through similes, metaphors, puns, personification, imagery, symbolism, etc.  

4) Attitude –this is the overall tone that the author/poet creates about the subject they are discussing. 

5) Shifts  -This is where you see changes in terms of language, feelings, mood.  

6) Shifts part two These are shifts in the usage of words, changes in rhyme scheme or meter, changes in how words are spelled.

7) Title  return to the title—what do you think it means now that you have gathered more information.

8) Theme—the overall message of the poem.
